This week, Commissioner Partington attended the National League of Cities
(NLC) Congress of Cities and Exposition in Seattle, Washington. The exposition
showcases ways that cities are making changes and finding solutions that
successfully meet the pressing challenges local governments face.

City officials and city staff from around the country attend this exposition to
share best practices and learn strategies that will promote economic and finan-
cial health, improve the environment and ensure quality of life for their residents.

While at the exposition, Commissioner Partington had the opportunity to tour the
northwest’s largest, most efficient recycling center run by Republic Services.
The city of Seattle, Washington, has a “zero waste” goal, which they are working
to obtain. The pictures below depict what happens when materials arrive at a
recycling facility.

The City of Ormond Beach recycling program began in 1992. The current
monthly participation rate for residential recycling is 93.8%, this means that
93.8% of our recycling customers place their recycling bin curbside at least once
a month. The current recycling program includes the collection of 14 different
recyclable items; the average household generates 6.63 pounds of recyclables.
Since 1992, over 100 million pounds of recyclable materials have been recycled,
averaging 4.76 million pounds per year. Items currently collected are:
newspapers and their inserts, cardboard, glass (clear, brown & green colored),
cans (aluminum, steel & tin), plastic (#1 PET, #2 HDPE, #3V), magazines and
telephone books.

Background
In February 2010, US Treasury (Treasury) created the “Housing Finance Agency (HFA)

Innovation Fund for the Hardest-Hit Housing Markets” (HFA Hardest-Hit Fund). By September
2010, a total of 18 states and the District of Columbia were allocated a total of $7.6 billion.
Florida’s total award amounts to more than $1 billion and its program is referred to the
Florida Hardest-Hit Fund.

Current Program

Florida Housing Finance Corporation is using a portion of these HHF funds for a new
program, the Elderly Mortgage Assistance Program (ELMORE). ELMORE will assist those senior
homeowners in Florida who have reverse mortgages and face foreclosure due to nonpayment
of property-related expenses, such as property taxes, homeowners insurance, and
homeowners and/or condo association fees. The goal is to help senior homeowners catch up
on past-due payments and upcoming payments so that they can remain in their homes.

The ELMORE program has specific income, hardship, and residency requirements, and can
provide up to $25,000 for eligible senior homeowners.

How Seniors can Apply for the Florida ELMORE Program

Florida senior homeowners who have reverse mortgages on their primary residences and are
having difficulty paying their property charges may apply for the Florida ELMORE Program
through the toll-free ELMORE Application and Information Line at 1-800-601-3534 (Monday-
Friday 9:00 a.m. - 8:00 p.m., EST, or Saturday 9:00 a.m.-2:00 p.m., EST. The helpline is
closed on Sunday.) A certified ELMORE advisor will help the caller through the application
process or, if they do not meet the eligibility requirements, they will advise them of other
relief or assistance options. The ELMORE website, www.FloridaELMORE.org, also contains
information regarding the program, including detailed eligibility criteria and answers to
Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs). This website became operational on Tuesday, November
12, 2013, which is also when the application process opened.

DOEA’s Role

The Florida Department of Elder Affairs (DOEA) has agreed to lend its support for the Florida
ELMORE Program by disseminating program materials through its established partners across
the aging network, such as the ADRCs, senior centers, and other partners. Additionally,
DOEA will refer callers from the Elder Helpline and DOEA HQ switchboard to the ELMORE
Application and Information Line and to the ELMORE website, if applicable. DOEA’s role is
wholly supportive and information and referral only.
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
