WHEREAS, the Ormond Beach Pop Warner SandCrabs Youth Football and
Cheerleading Association has been participating in football and cheerleading activities since
the year 2000. In 14 seasons, there have been multiple cheerleading squads and football
teams that have won championships at the state and Southeast Regional levels; and
