England; and the Constitution; and

getting the Stamp Act (forcing Americans to buy stamps for every legal document from
England) repealed in March, 1766; and

the harmonica, the sidearm desk, the rocking chair, the street lamp, ah electric jack, a

WHEREAS, Franklin, as an originator, organized the first fire company, the first
street cleaning department, the first circulating library, the first hospital, and helped to establish

WHEREAS, Ben Franklin’s quotes apply to our everyday living, and many a child’s
rearing has been influenced by Franklin’s lesson: “Early to bed, early to rise, makes a man
healthy, wealthy and wise”;
