The total irrigated area for the Ormond Crossings project is approximately 324
acres (see table below). A reclaimed water demand of 0.60 MGD for the
subject project is estimated based on irrigating 1-inch per week over
approximately 155 acres of landscaped area. The remaining irrigation area
(approximately 169 acres) shall be irrigated utilizing surface water from the
onsite stormwater ponds.

Utility Master Plan Considerations

INTRODUCTION

The City of Ormond Beach has reviewed the development plan for
Ormond Crossings and has prepared this Utility Master Plan to
identify utility infrastructure improvement that the City will require be
installed by the Developer of Ormond Crossings at no cost to the
City. The City has relied on information contained within its Utility
Master Plan Update (2007) prepared by Quentin L. Hampton
Associates, Inc. (QLH) in order to determine the infrastructure

needs associated with the Ormond Crossings Development.

A. DEMANDS/FLOWS

The Ormond Crossing’'s D.R.l. represents a significant addition
within the City’s utility service area and demands resultant from
proposed development will impact existing systems. This technical
memorandum summarizes development potential and estimates
potable water demand, wastewater flow and reclaimed water
demand for the D.R.l. Information regarding development density
and classification is based upon information provided by the
Developer. A summary of estimated flows/demands is included
with Table 1. At this time there is no phasing plan for the

Development.

Reviews of demand estimates indicate that the total potable water
demand is approximately 1.45 MGD. Total wastewater flow is
estimated to be 1.20 MGD. Table 2, below, summarizes this
demand. Peak demands and flows are also calculated. Peaking
factors of 2.0 and 3.0 are used for Wate_r and wastewater,
respectively.

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A reclaimed water demand of 0.60 MGD was estimated by the

Developer in a letter dated 1/14/09 from Singhoffen and
Associates, Inc. (copy attached). Reclaimed water is addressed in

greater detail within this technical memorandum.

B. POTABLE WATER SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS

Table 2 indicates an average day demand of 1.45 MGD and peak
flow of 2,011 GPM. In order to meet the long term needs of the
development and provide adequate volume and flow to meet fire
flow requirements, storage and pumping within the D.R.. is
recommended. A fire flow demand of 1,000 GPM for residential,
1,500 GPM for  multi-family and 2,000 GPM for
commercial/industrial was used. Additionally, looped water

transmission mains are necessary o serve the region.

The following potable water projects identified in the “December
2007 Quentin L. Hampton Associates Ormond Beach Utility Master
Plan Update” are the responsibility of the Developer to construct in

order to serve the Ormond Crossings D.R.I.

C. WASTEWATER SYSYEM

Table 2 indicates that average day sewage flows from the
development are approximately 1.20 MGD, estimated peak hour
flows are 2,497 GPM. As few as possible regional sewage lift
stations are recommended to serve the D.R.l. However, a minimum
of one regional or two sub-regional stations will be required. All
local stations within the development should discharge into the

regional stations for pumping to the City’s treatment facility.

Any regional station(s) must have sufficient wetwell volume to
handle projected flows. Triplex stations (or variable speed drives),
climate control and odor control are required. A minimum 0.25 acre
site (100’ x 100’) is also needed for all regional lift station sites. All

lift stations will be built to City minimum design standards.

The following wastewater project identified in the “December 2007
Quentin L. Hampton Associates Ormond Beach Utility Master Plan”
is the responsibility of the Developer to construct in order to serve

the Ormond Crossings D.R.1.:

D. RECLAIMED WATER

The Flows section of this memorandum indicates that the average
daily flow demand for Reclaimed Water is 0.60 MGD, which is to be
supplied by the City’s reclaimed system. In the event the City is
unable to supply Reclaimed Water to the Development, Ormond
Crossings reserves the right to install wells to supplement the

Reclaimed Water Supply.

The following reclaimed water project identified in the “December
2007 Quentin L. Hampton Associates Ormond Beach Utility Master
Plan” is the responsibility of the Developer to construct in order to

serve the Ormond Crossings D.R.I.:

Project RW-8, US-1 Transmission Main to Ormond Crossings
An appropriately sized reclaimed water main, based upon end use,

will be built to serve the D.R.l. This project will be designed and
built by the Developer and reviewed for approval by the City prior to

starting construction.

The Developer shall be responsible for design and construction of
the on-site reclaimed water distribution system within the D.R.l. The
reclaimed water distribution system shall be designed and operated
in accordance with pertinent City Codes and Ordinances and State
regulatory requirements in force at the time of application and as

amended from time to time. The City reserves the right to provide

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the D.R.l. with either retail or bulk reclaimed water service. Retall

E. SUMMARY

The above projects for potable water, wastewater, and reclaimed
water encompass all off-site utilities required to be completed by
Ormond Crossings based on the current development plan and are
detailed in Figure 1. The City reserves the right to revise this Utility

Plan should any changes to the development occur.

As these improvements may have benefits to the City’'s system
outside the Ormond Crossings development, the improvements
may be eligible for cost sharing with the City. Any cost sharing
would require further study and a future agreement between the

Developer and City.

Introduction: This is an administrative request to approve a Development Agreement
between the City of Ormond Beach and Tomoka Holdings, LLC, the owner/developer
of the Ormond Crossings project. The Development Agreement is required in order to
meet the conditions of a stipulated settlement agreement between the City of Ormond
Beach and the Florida Department of Community Affairs (DCA).

Background: The City of Ormond Beach and Tomoka Holdings, LLC, initiated
planning efforts for a 2,924 acre mixed-use development known as Ormond
Crossings. The project is located on the south side of the FEC railroad, spans both
sides of 1-95, and is north of the City of Ormond Beach Municipal Airport.

There are many different estimates for the size of the project. The area used for the
DRI and Development Agreement differ from the Remedial Amendments since the
Remedial Amendment must include public rights-of-way. The Development
Agreement and DRI areas are based on surveys of land owned by private individuals
and do not include all of the rights of way.

In 2005, the City approved and adopted a series of amendments to the
Comprehensive Plan in order to accommodate a large project that reflects a mixture of
uses that emphasize many of the principles of “Smart Growth.” The DCA issued a
notice of intent to find the proposed amendments not consistent with the State of
Florida Growth Management Laws. The City and DCA identified several issues that
needed to be addressed in order for the amendments to be found consistent with
state law. One of the issues was establishing a plan that was financially feasible for
the life of the project since the City was attempting to approve a Development of
Regional Impact (DRI) that would allow the project to develop over a 20-year period.

The project has been modified since the original discussion with the DCA due to
changes in the economy and the Growth Management Act for the State of Florida.
The project will not be approved through the DRI process. This means that the City
must now approve an agreement between the Developer and the City that specifies
the improvements that are required to mitigate for the impacts of the project; the
timing of those improvements; and what party is responsible for funding and
constructing the improvements.

The proposed Development Agreement is consistent with the requirements of the
Florida Local Government Development Agreement Act (Sections 163.3220-163.3243,
Florida Statutes). The Development Agreement provides for general and specific
requirements of the Developer in order to address the impacts of the project on
transportation, emergency management, educational, recreational and utility services
and facilities. The critical point is that the City and the Developer provide certainty as
to when an improvement is required to be in place and that the Developer is paying
their fair-share of the impacts.

Attached is a list of improvements contained in the agreement. The majority of these
improvements are standard for all new development. This means that the Developer
is responsibie for the costs of design and construction of the improvements. This is
true for the utility, emergency management and recreational facilities. The City,
working in coordination with the Volusia County School Board (VCSB) also requires
that the developer deed a 20-acre school site to the VCSB in order to accommodate
future needs resulting from the 2,950 residential units approved for the project.
Stormwater improvements have been analyzed, and the developer is aware that they
are responsible for these facilities, as well.

The transportation improvements consist of several different improvements to City,
County and State/Federal roads. The majority of the improvements are the sole
responsibility of the Developer. The one exception is Crossings Boulevard, an arterial
road that spans both sides of I-95 and includes elevated crossings of the FEC railroad
and |-95. This is a roadway that the City identified as a critical element of the
project for connectivity. The Developer has other options to meet the traffic
mitigation, but is cooperating with the City for the construction of the boulevard.
The Ormond Crossings/North Mainland Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) is
responsible for the segment of Crossings Boulevard from USH1, including a railroad fly-
over, to a round-about to be constructed as part of Ormond Crossings Phase A
("Segment 1"). The Developer shall design and permit Segment 1, and the Developer
or the CDD shall loan sufficient funds to the CRA Authority (the "Segment 1 Loan") so
the CRA Authority can commence construction of Segment 1 within 5 years after the
Phase A plat is recorded. The terms and conditions of the Segment 1 Loan shall be
provided for in a separate agreement between the Developer or the CDD and the CRA
Authority, provided that regardless of the amount of the loan to the CRA Authority,
repayment, including reimbursement of the lender's cost of money, shall be limited to
the extent that the County’s contribution of TIF shall be limited to $4,000,000 and the
City’s contribution shall be limited to $8,000,000, totaling a maximum contribution of
$12,000,000. Segment 1 shall be designed and constructed as a 4-lane, divided
roadway with landscaped medians. The roadway shall be completed prior to the
project exceeding 2,017 net peak-hour external trips.

These improvements and related conditions have been included with the remedial
amendments in order to assure consistency and to provide certainty that the City is
adopting a financiaily feasible amendment.
